OFTEN IS NOT what we expect to happen that 

amazes us; it’s those things that we did not see 

coming. And when it happens, it astonishes us. 

I want to share three times that God did some-

thing so quickly that I never saw it coming.

However, on the day of the dedication, I 
had no idea that God had already placed it on people’s hearts 

to bring an offering. When the offerings were counted, it was 
enough to pay off the building in full on the day of dedica-

tion, just as the Lord had promised! It is a moment I will 

always remember.

2. THE OCI MIRACLE

When I announced that VOE would build the gathering place 

called Omega Center International, we knew the building 

would cost millions of dollars. We also knew it would take a 

miracle to get the money. Each Thursday at prayer meeting, 

we would pray for God to “awaken the spirit of a millionaire” 

and to “release money to be used for the new vision and 

building.” After much prayer and trusting that God would 

provide, we suddenly received a check for one million dol-

lars. That was something that had never happened in the his-

tory of our ministry. This built everyone’s faith as we contin-

ued to believe for the rest. Each time we needed a financial 
breakthrough, God would amaze us with another miracle 

check from an unnamed source. By the day of our dedication 

service, the entire facility was paid in full. This blessing was 

both amazing and humbling. It was a great faith builder for 

me and everyone who saw the hand of God at work.  

3. THE J.G. MIRACLE

This was one of the most amazing turnarounds I have seen. 

The enemy placed a target on our son Jonathan from the 

time he was ten months old. He was a wonderful child who 

was homeschooled while traveling with his mom and me 

until age 11.

In his teen years, J.G., Jonathan Gabriel, became addicted 

to alcohol and drugs. On one occasion, he could have died 

in the emergency room. His mom and I, along with many 

friends and partners, battled in prayer for years for his 

safety and deliverance. At times, we would see a ray of hope, 

only to watch the clouds of darkness return.

PATIENCE AND ENDURANCE 

Besides these wonderful blessings, 

over the past decade, there have been 

several circumstances beyond our 

control that required the family or 

me to patiently endure and wait for 

the breakthrough. We would lament 

like David, “How long, oh Lord?” On 

more than one occasion, in one day, an 

unexpected report, e-mail, or phone call 

came in that suddenly changed a situa-

tion or ended a long battle.  
I truly understand the biblical admo-

nition about patience and endurance 

(Luke 21:19). Patience is the ability to 

endure difficulty, delay, and uncertain-

ty, while trying to remain calm and not 

become anxious, frustrated, or angry. 

It takes patience to see issues resolved 

with time. 

We are also told to “endure to the 

end” (Matthew 24:13). To endure means 

“to bear up under.” We must be able 

to bear the weight and pressure of 

waiting when it appears that nothing is 

happening. Seeds die in the darkness of 

the earth yet bring forth fruit in time. 

The dark times are where trust is built 

between you and the Father, and where 

you demonstrate your trust by remain-

ing steadfast and standing firm in faith 
until the answer comes.

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THE 21ST CENTURY, 

there is still a sharp 

division among 

denominations 

regarding women 

directing a ministry 

or pastoring a church. Critics who are 

against a woman in leadership often 

lean more on their traditional denomi-

national beliefs than on an overview of 

scripture and early church history to 

gain a complete understanding of the 

controversy.

In the New Testament, there were 

several noted women who hosted 

churches in their homes. In those days, 

there were few if any physical church 

structures, as these were built later 

throughout the Holy Land, beginning in 

the time of Emperor Constantine. Under 

the Byzantines, many large churches 

were constructed. A few are still stand-

ing, including Church of the Nativity in 

Bethlehem. Some that are still standing 

were converted to mosques during Ot-

toman rule. 

Thousands of house churches 

served as gathering places for early 

believers. Five women are noted in 

the New Testament as hosting church 

meetings in their homes. Lydia was a 

wealthy businesswoman in Philippi 

who was baptized with her family and 

hosted Paul and Silas during their min-

istry in the city. Her home became the 

first European house church (Acts 16). 

In Jerusalem, one of the leading 

house churches was the home of Mary, 

the mother of John Mark. This was the 

home where the believers gathered 

to pray when Peter was arrested (Acts 

12). After the angel released Peter, he 

headed directly to this house.

A woman named Nympha is men-

tioned in Colossians 4:15, where Paul is 

sending greetings “to the church in her 

house,” which was located in Laodicea. 

Priscilla, the wife of Aquila, is men-

tioned by Paul in Romans 16:3-5 and 1 

Corinthians 16:19. Aquila and Priscilla 

hosted house churches in Rome and 

Ephesus. Chloe is another woman 

whom Paul refers to when mentioning 

“Chloe’s house,” suggesting she was a

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Christian leader in her home at Corinth 

(1 Corinthians 1:11).

In yet another passage, Paul com-

mended Phoebe, a deaconess (servant) 

of the church in Cenchrea, where Chris-

tians were meeting in her home. She 

was a strong supporter of Paul (Romans 

16:1-2). In 2 John, the Apostle John ad-

dressed a woman with a house church 

whom he called the “chosen lady” and 

the “elect lady” and her children, who 

were part of the church.  
In the New Testament, men were 

not the only ones with prophetic gifts. 

Phillip the evangelist had four virgin 

daughters who prophesied (Acts 21:9).

History reveals that from the be-

ginning of Christianity, women received 

the Gospel and accepted Christ much 

faster than men. Traditionally, women 

are more sensitive when responding to 

the Holy Spirit’s conviction and power. 

According to the New Testament and 

early church history, women held posi-

tions that included teachers, prophet-

esses, missionaries, and leaders of 

house churches. This was true in many 

towns and cities in the Roman Empire, 

and it was also evident in the early 

Pentecostal movement.  
When I was a child, my Father pas-

tored a church in the small mountain 

town of Big Stone Gap, Virginia. During 

those seven years, several men in 

town were saved under Dad’s ministry. 

However, most of the church member-

ship was women of all ages. The older 

woman led prayer, taught Sunday 

School, fried pies, and sold food to help 

pay the monthly expenses. Without 

their help, the church could have been 

forced to shut its doors.   
During Christ’s ministry, Joanna 

and Suzanna were two women whose 

husbands were wealthy men. Both 

women are said to have supported 

Christ with their finances (Luke 8:3). 
When all the male disciples except John 

fled the crucifixion scene, it was the 
women who stood faithfully with Christ 

at the cross (Matthew 27:55-56). When 

eleven male disciples were hiding in a 

home in Jerusalem, it was three women 

who arrived early with spices to anoint 

Christ’s body (Luke 24:1). Women were 

at Christ’s ascension, in the upper room 

waiting for the Day of Pentecost (Acts 

1:14).

It may surprise some to know that 

in the early church, women served as 

deaconesses. The word deacon is diako-

nos, which means a trusted person who 

serves or helps. Their jobs included 

serving, giving instruction, teaching, as-

sisting with children, baptizing women 

and, at times, visiting and caring for the 

sick.

The culture in Christ’s day was 

centered upon men leading and women 

serving. However, with the promise of 

the outpouring of the Holy Spirit, both 

sons and daughters, servants (men) and 

handmaids (women) will prophecy (Joel 

2:28-29). The word prophecy alludes 

to proclaiming God’s word and can 

include prophetic utterances, through 

the gift of prophecy (1 Corinthians 12:7-

10). Churches that reject the operation 

of the nine gifts of the Spirit and refuse 

to believe in the outpouring of the Spirit 

tend to also reject the idea of a woman 

being called into the ministry. The spiri-

tual fruit from many women ministers 

is the visible evidence of their calling 

into the ministry.

My father once received a letter 

from someone who rejected the idea 

that God calls a woman to preach. The 

letter was sent to the wrong man! Dad 

accepted Christ during a revival near 

War, West Virginia that continued for 

three and one-half years. The revival 

was directed by a woman minister 

named Mildred Collins. Revival services 

continued nightly and rotated between 

two to three different churches for 42 
months. Not only were Dad and his 

brother won to Christ in that revival, 

but seventy young men were converted 

to Christ and many were called into the 

ministry, all because of one woman’s 

obedience.

Each year, churches are closing 

across America and in Europe, and 

there are not enough ministers to lead 

congregations. According to Axios, in 

2025, there were 15,000 church build-

ings that closed their doors. It is esti-

mated that 100,000 will close in the next 

few years. Aging congregations, lack 

of church attendance, operating costs, 

and lack of soul-winning are four of the 

main reasons for closures. Some people 

watch services from home on television 

or the internet, thus reducing weekly 

church attendance.

For many years, the underground 

church in Iran (Persia) has dealt with 

the danger of arrest, torture, and 

even death if caught expressing their 

Christian faith in any public form. The 

hundreds of thousands of Christians 

in Persia are mostly youth and include 

many women. Reports from inside are 

that the secret revival has been led 

predominately by women. God has and 

always will use both men and women 

to reach souls.

The harvest is great, but the labor-

ers are few (Luke 10:2). There is a need 

for more teachers, preachers, and lead-

ers worldwide to reach the lost. This is 

why, in the last days, God will raise up 

male and female, young and old, from 

all ethnic groups to reach these souls. 

God used women of God in both testa-

ments and throughout church history, 

and He will continue to do so in the 

time of the end.

PIRITUAL DREAMS are one 

of the avenues that God has 

always used to provide future 

information, warnings, and 

instructions to his prophets, 

apostles, and servants. Most schol-

ars have noted 21 distinct prophetic 

dreams in the Bible. God spoke to Moses 

saying, “Hear now my words: If there 

be a prophet among you, I the Lord 

will make myself known unto him in 

a vision, and will speak unto him in a 

dream” (Numbers 12:6). Abraham, Ja-

cob, Joseph, Gideon, Daniel, Mary’s hus-

band Joseph, the wise men, and many 

others experienced meaningful dreams 

and visions during their lifetimes. 

Visions and dreams will become more 

relevant as part of the last day outpour-

ing of the Holy Spirit (Joel 2:28-29).

A SPIRITUAL VERSUS CARNAL 

DREAM

One of the common questions is, “How 

can I discern if a dream is from the 

Lord, or if it’s just a dream with no 

specific meaning?” My dad, my brother, 
and I have experienced dreams that 

were often spiritual warnings. Some-

times these dreams revealed the secret 

intents of certain people, possible dan-

gerous situations, or a way to escape 

some secret plot of adversity. There are 

several factors that help determine if a 

dream is spiritual and if it’s concealing 

a meaning through its symbolism.

1. THE STRANGE SYMBOLISM

Just as apocalyptic books in the Bible, 

P E R R Y  S T O N E
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such as Daniel and Revelation, use 

animal symbolism to represent nations 

or empires of prophecy, a spiritual 

dream will oftentimes conceal hidden 

meanings through use of symbolism. 

Throughout scripture, numbers have 

specific meanings, as do colors. Animals 
are frequently used to represent a spe-

cific characteristic of a nation or leader. 
A dove is white (a color for purity) and 

gentle, representing the Holy Spirit 

(Matthew 3:16). A serpent is symbolic 

of Satan, deception, or sin (Genesis 3:1; 

Revelation 20:2). A lamb is a symbol for 

Christ, the Lamb of God, slain from the 

foundation of the world (John 1:29; Rev-

elation 13:8). Water is a natural element 

that can also represent the flowing of 
the Holy Spirit within a believer (John 

7:38).

In a spiritual dream, the dreamer will 

often see symbols that have a bibli-

cal reference: wheat fields, animals, 
fruit trees, dangerous creatures, and 

many other symbols that are found in 

the Bible. Any interpretation based on 

symbolism must find its original mean-

ing in scripture. Once God establishes 

the first meaning of a symbol, that 
primary meaning is carried throughout 

the Bible. 

Years ago, I had dreams of alligators 

in muddy waters, piranhas, and large 

snakes. These creatures have three 

common traits: all are dangerous, all 

can kill, and all use their mouths to 

devour. I interpreted these dreams as 

individuals who were working against 

me and the ministry, using their mouths 
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to cause damage, harm, or intimidation. 

At that time, other spiritually minded 

people told us they’d had similar 

dreams of dangerous animals, which 

symbolized people.

2. THE DREAM CAN BE TROUBLING

A second point in discerning if a dream 

is from the Lord is that a warning 

dream or one with a spiritual applica-

tion will remain with you and cause 

your mind and spirit to be troubled. 

When Nebuchadnezzar dreamed of the 

large, metallic image, we read that, “his 

spirit was troubled and his sleep left 

him” (Daniel 2:1). In a second incident, 
the king was given another dream and 

we read, “[the dream] made me afraid, 

and the thoughts upon my bed and 

the visions of my head troubled me” 

(Daniel 4:5). In a series of prophetic 

visions, Daniel experienced similar 

physical manifestations when he wrote, 

“I was grieved in my spirit in the midst 

of my body, and the visions of my head 

troubled me” (Daniel 7:15).   
When you dream of something that 

troubles your spirit and you do not 

have immediate understanding, yet 

the dream remains with you, then you 

should pray for the meaning or for 

confirmation. At times, I have had a 
somewhat troubling dream that faded 

as the day progressed and did not 

remain in my spirit. When this occurs, I 

generally pass it off and do not concern 
myself with it.

3. OTHER TYPES OF WARNINGS

In the past, I have dreamed of a tornado 

spinning in an area, near the ministry, 

or near a home. Sometimes this was a 

warning of a sudden crisis that often 

originated through a person in the min-

istry or home who was sowing discord, 

or a direct attack from the adversary 

who often used individuals as pawns.

James speaks of the tongue being like 

a fire that is difficult to control (James 
3:5-8). Several years ago, a woman 

from South Africa dreamed of seeing 

small fires breaking out inside a large 
church facility. Eight years or so later, 

this proved to be the tongues of people 

spreading rumors, gossip, and unfound-

ed information that had no factual basis 

of support.

Numerous times, I have dreamed 

of seeing large tsunami waves com-

ing from the ocean, striking land, and 

causing great flooding and devastation 
on both coastlines. In these dreams, 

they all seem to be literal tsunamis, 

with no symbolic spiritual application. 

Jesus taught that “the sea and the waves 

would roar” (Luke 21:25), a verse that 

likely alludes to the roaring sound that 

occurs when tsunami waves are mak-

ing their way inland. I still believe the 

tsunami warning dreams are literal 

indicators of future natural disasters. 

4. DREAM INTERPRETATION

The Bible names several men who were 

gifted in interpreting dreams. The most 

noted are Jacob, Joseph, and Daniel. 

Based upon the narratives of Joseph in 

Egypt and Daniel in Babylon, interpret-

ing dreams is a unique gift from God. 

Every early, ancient empire employed 

wise men to interpret the leaders’ 

dreams or read heavenly omens con-

cerning the future (Daniel 2). In the 

case of Daniel, none of the Babylonian 

wise men or magicians could interpret 

any of the king’s dreams or the hand-

writing on the wall of the banquet hall 

(Daniel 5). This ability required a man 

in whom was the Spirit of the true God 

(Daniel 5:14).

My dad experienced many meaning-

ful spiritual dreams, along with a gift 

to interpret strange or obscure symbol-

ism. A few times when he interpreted 

a dream, I would say to myself, “How 

in the world did he get that meaning 

from that dream?” Weeks, months, or at 

times years later, everything he saw in 

the dream came to pass as he inter-

preted it.  
The interpretation of any prophetic/

spiritual dream is either literal, as re-

vealed in the dream, or symbolic using 

biblical symbols. The literal meaning is 

evident, such as an earthquake, a tsuna-

mi, flooding, or natural disasters. When 
my own dreams have animal symbols, 

the dream is typically warning of an 

attack or crisis caused by a person who 

exhibits a known trait of that animal.   
For a few people, dreams are the 

primary way that God speaks to them. 

Someone who is a strong intercessor 

might have spiritual dreams every 

night and be able to interpret every 

one of them almost immediately. But 

for most people, their ordinary dreams 

will not have a specific meaning or 
need interpretation. Even so, dreams 

are one method God has always used to 

warn people or reveal the future (Acts 

2:17).

I have hundreds of CDs of music and messages 

that are playing in the background during the day, often while I’m 

studying. I also still play DVDs and will continue to keep the equip-

ment to play the countless messages and ministry resources I have 

accumulated over the years.

For almost 50 years, VOE has been resource-oriented, but now we 

find ourselves needing to transition to special donations and partner-

ships from those who want to join with us in our vision of reaching 

the lost for Christ through our national and global outreaches. This is 

why, in 2026, we will be adding some unique opportunities for minis-

try partnerships to help enlarge the tent of opportunity and expand 

our messages to the nations and unreached people.
